THE STORY OF DINOSAUR WORLD

Dinosaur World 1s the name of three outdoor museums, one in Plant
City, Florida, one in Cave City, Kentucky and a third in Glen Rose,
Texas, where visitors can see up close and life size the amazing creatures
that ruled Earth long ago. Scientifically accurate models of dinosaurs
welcome families and classes to learn, have fun, or just enjoy a quiet
encounter with the lifelike animals.

Dinosaur World is the brainchild of Swedish businessman Christer
Svensson, who has been in the entertainment business for over thirty
years. Svensson and his family moved to the United States two years
before Dinosaur World opened in Florida, Thanksgiving weekend, 1998.
Attracted to central Florida, where he and his wife and children had
vacationed many times, Svensson purchased a former alligator farm as a
home for his ancient reptiles. To develop the best park possible, he
consulted with the manager of a similar open-air dinosaur museum in
Germany, as well as with internationally known authorities on prehistoric
life. With a great deal of information, planning, and hard work, the
Svensson family created a pleasant environment in which to entertain and
inform their visitors. Less than five years later, Dinosaur World opened
in Kentucky. The Texas location opened in March of 2008.

The dinosaur models, up to eighty feet in length and based on the latest
scientific discoveries, are made of fiberglass, steel, and concrete. The
dinosaurs are arranged chronologically in groups of as many as eleven of
a single species, in a variety of settings. The sometimes startling colors
reflect current theories about the function of color among the dinosaurs
for camouflage and display. Nestled among a lush assortment of native
vegetation, the dinosaurs are so believable that some visitors claim to see
them moving through the shadows cast by the many native trees.

Motorists on busy -4 in Florida or 1-65 in Kentucky and just outside
Dinosaur Valley State Park, may be surprised to see a dinosaur standing
on the road inviting them to travel into the ancient past. Dinosaur World
is open daily, from 9:00 a.m. in Florida and Texas or 8:30 a.m. until dusk
in Kentucky. Admission is $12.75 for adults and $9.75 for children. Field
trips, parties, and other special events can be arranged.

HOW DO THEY GET THOSE CRAZY NAMES?
An activity from Dinosaur World

Sure, dinosaurs are a lot of fun, but they would be a lot more fun if
they were named Suzie or George instead of Brachylophosaurus or
Protoceratops. (Can you imagine how long introductions would take at a
prehistoric

party?)

Actually, the names tell us something about the dinosaur. Sometimes, it is
named for the person who discovered it; at least one, the
Leaellynasaura, is named for the daughter (Leaellen) of the discoverer.
Some dinosaurs are named for the place where they were discovered. The
Huayangosaurus, for example, was discovered in Huayang, China. But,
most commonly, the name of the dinosaur tells us something about what it
looks like. The only problem is, it is in Greek!

You can use the following glossary to help understand a little more
about the dinosaurs (dino = terrible; saur = lizard) that you meet at
Dinosaur World.

FIELD TRIPS TO DINOSAUR WORLD



The basics: Dinosaur World/Florida is located at exit 17 off I-4 in Plant
City. Dinosaur World/Kentucky is located at exit 53 off 1-65 in Cave
City. Dinosaur World/Texas is located immediately prior to the entrance
of Dinosaur Valley State Park in Glen Rose, TX. Check the driving
directions on the website for distances, times, and routes. There is ample
parking. The park is wheelchair accessible. You are welcome to bring
snacks or lunches and eat in the picnic areas and to enjoy all the dinosaurs
and facilities.

The only entrance/exit is through the gift shop. If possible, please have
one person responsible for the money, so that the students can pass
through the gift shop as rapidly as possible.

Field trip admission and other current information can be found at
www.dinoworld.net. One adult is admitted free with every ten paying
students; additional adults pay the student rate. Please bring your tax
exempt certificate.

To tour the park, you can conduct your students, using information from
the plaques. If the reading level is appropriate, students can answer the
"Dino-Safari" questions.

Students are welcome in the gift shop, where prices start at under a dollar
(plus sales tax), but we ask that they be accompanied by an adult. It is
more convenient for you and for us if all the students are not in the shop at
one time.

Students enjoy going back through the park to visit their favorite
dinosaurs again. Also, many teachers have told us that it is good to give
the students the URL for our web site, so that they can share the
experience with their parents that night:

DINOSAUR WORLD’S FOSSIL DIG



One of the most popular activities for kids at Dinosaur World is the
fossil dig, where they dig for fossils and take home three pieces of the
ancient past. The fossil dig usually is open every two hours, and a private
fossil dig can be scheduled for field trips with more than 20 children.

Fossil Dig Rules

Please be on time for the digs.

Each child may take three fossils. [This is an activity for children.]
Teachers, chaperones and other adults: please stay with your students.
Adults: Please help bag fossils and maintain order.

Once children get fossils in a bag, they should leave the dig.

Children must keep up with their fossils. No replacements for lost fossils.
If adults or children 2 and under (little brothers/sisters who came in free)

want to take fossils, or if you want to take fossils to a child who is absent,
extra tickets are $2.00 each.

Estimated time for a group at the fossil dig: 10 minutes

The Term Dinosauria

British scientist Sir Richard Owen (1804-1892) coined the word
dinosauria (from the Greek deinos, terrible, and sauros, lizard) in 1842
for a group of extinct large reptiles. He had observed that fossils from this
group shared certain characteristics, most notably that the legs joined to
the body more like those of modern mammals than of modern reptiles,
which walk with a "push-up" motion. Scientists now do not consider
dinosaurs to be lizards.

The First Person to Discover a Dinosaur
In 1822, Mary Ann Mantell discovered a tooth, which she showed to her
husband, Dr. Gideon Mantell. He later coined the name Iguanodon,
because he thought it might be from a giant iguana. The tooth discovered
by Mary Ann Mantell is now at the Museum of New Zealand, and it is
considered to be the first recognized dinosaur fossil.

The Earliest Discovered
Dinosaur Fossils
Many people believe that ancient accounts of dragon bones are records of
dinosaur fossils. In traditional Chinese medicine as practiced today,
dragon bone (actually, fossilized bone) is a common ingredient.
Beginning in the seventeenth century, Europeans reported odd bones that
might be dinosaur fossils. The first scientifically described dinosaur was
Megalosaurus in an report published in 1824 by William Buckland
(1784-1856), who was a British clergyman.

The First American Dinosaur
Although it has since been lost, the first fossil dinosaur bone in the United
States was found in New Jersey in 1787, and fossilized dinosaur
footprints were found in Connecticut in 1800. William Parker Foulke
discovered an almost complete dinosaur skeleton in the middle of the
nineteenth century.
